Please Remember 

 Label everything with secure tags or permanent marker!

 Trousers need to be plain – no jeans, cargo, cord or combat styled 
 No logos (trainers and tracksuits) 
 No boots/Wellies in school (You can wear them to school, but must change into 
 school shoes) 
 Shoes need to be ‘sturdy’, waterproof. No plimsolls 
 Other trainers can be brought to school and changed into for playtimes only. 

If there is a problem, such as new uniform has not arrived or uniform is damaged and needs 

replacing, please let the class teacher know. 

If children come into school without the correct uniform they will be sent home with a 
School Uniform Letter.
