We are in the process of making other changes to the staff list and will inform you of these, as well as support staff, as soon as finalised.

Congratulations to all Head’s Award winners last week.  The children have worked hard to complete their folders and have set new and challenging standards for next year’s Lions, Rhinos and Crocodiles.  The criteria will change slightly, ready for September and the Head’s Awards evenings will be held in the autumn and spring only next year.  These changes will help making the criteria less subjective and ease the pressure on the summer timetable.

Well done to our ‘Battle of the Books’ competitors last week.  Although we were not finalists, the group demonstrated their enthusiasm, knowledge, imagination and creativity throughout the day . Their behaviour and respect of others was impeccable.  A great day out was had by all.  Many thanks to Julie and the children for their efforts! 

I am due to meet with Class Reps on Friday 30th June at 9.15am.  I would like to share some plans we have for the field with as many of you who would like to attend as possible.  

Assessment 2017-18

As you know, changes to assessment from 2014 meant that all schools needed to find workable alternatives to the old system of ‘abc levels’.  When I arrived in September 2015, we began to trial what is now our current system of reporting the children’s progression and attainment.  The aim was for a system that informed you as parents with greater clarity and frequency.  There have been three valid critiques of the system from all corners of our school community.  Therefore, I am proposing three possible changes from September:
· Reports will only go out to parents at the end of each term (3 per year).  This will remove any fluctuations that usually occur.
· Target sheets will go out with the reports - listing which specific objectives your child needs to work on in reading, writing and maths.  This will complement information the teacher gives during consultations.
· The ‘descriptors’ of how your child is achieving will change from ‘emerging’, ‘embedding’, etc. to ‘plain English’ stages, more akin to below, at or above. 
Once we have made these changes, an organised ‘Assessment Evening’ at 8pm on 28th September 2017, will seek to explain them, together with any statutory adjustments to KS1 and KS2 testing and Phonics Screening.  

Finally, could I ask that during the rare moments of hot weather, that we do not let our adult emotions also become heated exchanges in the playground or classroom door.  Whether teachers, support staff or Governors, the adults in our community are striving to do their best for the children, first and foremost.  We will always listen to you and our complaints policy is clearly set out on the website.  If you have any concerns, please speak to a member of leadership at the earliest opportunity.
