Day 1
LO: to plan a poem
What are you going to write your poem about? 
You might want to get inspiration from our book, One Plastic Bag. You could write about plastic, nature, pollution, or animals. 



What poetry techniques will you use? 
Remember, poetry doesn’t have to rhyme. You might use simile, alliteration, rhyme, or repetition, or even something else!


What form of poetry will you use?

What are some descriptive words or phrases you will use? 
If you’re planning on using rhyme, make a list of rhyming pairs.


Day 2
LO: to write a form of poetry
Use yesterday’s plan to write your poem. To help establish a rhythm, start each new phrase on a new line. 
If you’re unsure how to start, choose an opening line that sets the mood for your reader. You might choose a similar (or even the same) line to end the poem, to leave the reader with a sense of closure which refocuses the mood. 



Day 3
LO: to use a dictionary to check spellings
Below is a poem I have written. I spelled 14 words incorrectly. Use a dictionary to check and correct them, using the first 3 letters of the word. Whilst it’s out, you can check any spellings in your poem as well. You could also use an online dictionary: https://www.dictionary.com/

Day 4
LO: to evaluate others’ work for vocabulary
Reread my poem, which is hopefully now spelled correctly! Can you replace some of my vocabulary for more interesting words? Look back on your poem from the day before. Day 5
LO: to use coordinating conjunctions
Write a diary entry. How was this week different than last? What were your favourite bits, and what was difficult? 
In order to achieve your learning objectives, make sure you include some coordination conjunctions (FANBOYS). Remember, they shouldn’t start a sentence. They are used to connect a second phrase. 
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
