[bookmark: _GoBack]This week we will be drawing a large-scale sketch of a minibeast. If you have an outside area at your house, you could choose something that you find under a stone or on a leaf. Maybe you even have a bug or two in your house you could sketch! ‘Large scale’ means your drawing will be larger than the minibeast. If your minibeast has a head that’s 1/3 the length of the body, try to make sure the head of your drawing is also 1/3 the length of the drawing of the body. Make sure you include as much detail as you can. For an extension, you could find and sketch a second minibeast. For a little inspiration on the details you might find, you can watch this short video about an insect photographer: http://microsculpture.net/
